e ECTS credits workload for semester: at least for 24,0 ECTS credits and not exceed 30,0 ECTS
credits (for a full year of studies at the UA, ECTS workload should account for at least for 48,0
ECTS credits and no more than 60,0 ECTS credits);

e Course units directly associated with the field of study under which the application is submitted
must account for at least half of the total ECTS workload in the proposed learning agreement.
